Cured Character Description - Transcript

Hello this is JulieMc McNamara. I’m a white woman in my mid sixties, five foot seven with broad shoulders. Classic working class butch - masculine female presenting person, my pronouns are she/they.  I come from a blended family and I am passionately political.
 
In Cured, I play God and while God is of course an Omniscient being for the purposes of this play they are being represented by me. God is wearing a simple long white straight t-shirt - first dress I have worn in a long time!  Beneath the dress a pair of rather fine white trainers poke out.
 
God mainly stands at the back of the stage in her own archway and she has a large bible on a stand. Sometimes I come closer to the action but of course the others cannot see her - however her mate St Bernadette can.
 
I move between three different voices when I play God. 
 
There is a very literal descriptive voice which might say things like “the stage is dark and there is a single light shining on our interpreter signing in British Sign Language".
 
And then there is voice that is more curious and conspiratorial and might go “ here is rose sweeping on in a chic beret - she looks like she is going to strom the Bastille”
 
And finally there is a “third voice I use which is much more ethereal - Oh Sister Mary, I ask you to think about these young people, try to accept them as they are!” 



Hi there, I'm Naomi Gray, I am a white female, five foot tall with brown curly hair, short brown curly hair and brown eyes, and I'm in my late thirties.
In Cured I'm playing Saint Bernadette, who stands mostly on the right side of the stage on a platform in front of an arch, the opposite arch to God.
And throughout the play, I'm providing the British Sign Language translation of everything that's spoken on stage. So mostly my character is silent and just using sign language, but Saint Bernie has a few lines and they will be in a French accent. So if you hear someone who sounds like this, this is Saint Bernadette.
Saint Bernadette is a 35-year-old woman, she was the patron saint of bodily illness. In our play, she's wearing a simple, plain, pale brown dress, buttoned up to the neck, with a long white apron tied around her waist. She's wearing leather Jesus-like sandals. And like God, the other characters in the play cannot see her.


Hi people my name is Reece Pantry.  I am 34 years old. I've got black skin, afro-caribbean.  My hair is short afro hair. I am five foot ten - and a half! I am a wheelchair user and I am medium to large build.
 
So in Cured, I play Connor who is approximately 19 years old and uses a wheelchair. He’s got a pretty cheeky vibe about him; he thinks he’s pretty cool.  At the start of the play he rocks up in head to toe Adidas - maroon track bottoms with yellow stripes up the outer leg and a yellow jacket with red stripes up the arms.  He’s got a red LFC branded bag strapped across his chest.  And no, it is not a bum bag! 
 
His trainer and sock combo finish off his look - white socks pulled up, trousers tucked into them, to help show them off.  These socks are key… in case you don’t know the football club Connor supports (not the one Reece Pantry supports!) LFC, Liverpool Football Club in red for all to see. Oh and I mustn’t forget his shades, sunglasses with a gold rim and a red tint, of course.

Hiya, my name is Maisy Gordon. I’m a white young woman with brown shoulder length hair using a black manual wheelchair.
 
In Cured, I am playing Rose who is a 23 year old woman who is a wheelchair user. Rose wears her hair loose to her shoulders and she has a bit of a passion for fashion.  Here’s one of her favourite looks:
 
Very stylish yellow beret.  Geometric print top with a gorgeous maroon short fur coat on top. Black leather shorts on and long maroon socks that reach her knees with bare legs between and some chunky black boots. 
 
She has clearly thought about this outfit and knows she looks pretty good!
 
Helen is my cousin and she could defo learn a bit about style from me.



Hi there, I’m Pauline Daniels, born and bred in Birkenhead on the Wirral.  I’m four foot eleven and a half - that half inch is very important - I am a white woman with short blond hair and I wear glasses.
 
In Cured, I am playing Sister Mary Asumpta who is maybe your average looking Nun in her seventies.
 
She wears a long blue nuns habit that looks like a plain long sleeved mid calf dress with a high neck, with a white collar - the picture of modesty.
 
Matching this in the same blue she has a nun’s wimple on her head which covers her head and goes down her back. She is even wearing matching blue glasses. On her feet she is wearing very sensible small heeled white shoes. These ensure she is comfortable while she does her good work. And finally she has a first aid kit bum bag on her at all times so she is ever ready.
 
She is devoted to her faith and she has spent all of life as a nun taking Pilgrims to Lourdes but is yet to experience a miracle for the less fortunate.  This is her last trip and her last chance to get someone cured.


Hello I’m Oliver Mawdsely. I’m a white youngish man with short dark brown hair and eyes a slim build and around five foot ten.
 
In Cured, I am playing Father Luke who is a 26 year old man who when he first joins the play is wearing a blue t-shirt with a brown leather jacket over it and is wrapped up in a brown burberry style tartan scarf.
 
His blue t-shirt is tucked into dark straight legged jeans and on his feet he has brown leather shoes. Finishing off his jean-clad, leather-clad persona he has a guitar slung over his shoulder and dark sunglasses are occasionally used for a final bit of rockstar ‘edge’.



Hello I am Spohia-Adzoa Moore.  I am a mixed race woman in my late twenties of medium height who uses crutches. I have long box braids in my hair that start brown and end up blonde at the ends.
 
In Cured, I am playing Helen who is a 25 year old woman who is adapting to being disabled and using her crutches. Her hair is worn loose and long.  At the start of the play she is wearing a mid-calf yellow summer dress with a white t-shirt underneath and a long knitted orange cardigan over it.  She has coral coloured converse style trainers on with white ankle socks and bare legs.  Sometimes she has dark round sunglasses on but she is never without the small gold cross that hangs sound her neck.
 
Oh, and by the way she is Rose’s cousin. They go way back but they do not share the same style!


Hi, I'm Stephen Smith-Taylor. I'm a white man in my twenties with short dark hair and pale skin, and I am a wheelchair user. In Cured, I play Callum, a man in his twenties who uses a powered wheelchair and electronic communication device that sounds a bit like this:
'Callum is definitely not shy. He wears a salmon pink suit with a yellow-collared top zipped slightly at the neck. It's bold, bright and impossible to ignore. He uses a powered wheelchair and knows exactly how to make an entrance. Between the chair, the sharp suit and his confidence, he takes up space in the best way possible.
